I would like to start with some excellent news relating to the Kettering Leisure Village. North 
Northamptonshire Council has been working hard to help resolve the issue of the pending 
unplanned closure, playing an important role as enabler and broker in helping find a solution. 
We have remained calm in our approach and worked in a way that protects both the interests of 
service users and the local taxpayer. The operator this week announced that, subject to various 
approvals, the Lighthouse Theatre, Arena Sports Centre and Balance Health Club will now remain 
open. Please read on for more information.
The Full Council met on Thursday 22 June. If you missed the live streaming you can watch the 
recording on catch up. The next Full Council meeting will be on Thursday 31 August and the next 
Executive meeting has been arranged for Wednesday 12 July - both of these meetings will be live 
streamed. The agenda and meeting notes will be displayed on the council meetings section of 
our website in advance of each meeting.
The annual canvass is due to commence this weekend with all households receiving a letter or 
form in the post to check that their electoral register details are up to date.
The Department of Levelling-Up, Housing and Communities (DLUHC) has given the council the 
final go ahead for the remaining two projects in the Towns Fund - the train station to town centre 
link road and Smart and Connected Corby. Together with two previously approved projects, the 
four projects will bring numerous benefits to the area. 
Our Hi Street campaign is funded through the government’s UK Shared Prosperity Fund (UKSPF) 
with the key aim of supporting high streets and local businesses. The latest campaign video 
features 25 independent businesses across 12 local towns as well as two of our Executive 
Members so please look out for the film trailer in the next couple of weeks over on our Hi Street 
Facebook and Instagram pages.
The council’s Wellbeing team, Environmental Health and Public Health teams reached the final 
of the MJ Awards 2023 in the ‘Transforming Lives’ category for their work alongside Welcome 
Break in supporting HGV drivers using Rothwell Truck Stop. The project which aims to improve 
the health, wellbeing and mental health of truck drivers was ‘Highly commended’ at a prestigious 
national awards ceremony.
At the HSJ Digital Awards last week, Northamptonshire came first in the ‘Improving Out of 
Hospital Care through Digital’ category with the remote monitoring work. This is a collaboration 
between North and West Northamptonshire Councils and the Northamptonshire Healthcare NHS 
Foundation Trust (NHFT). Northamptonshire also received a ‘Highly commended’ in ‘Connecting 
Health and Social Care through Digital’.
The Kier Highways scheme that saw two new bridges connect North Northamptonshire Council’s 
Chester House Estate with the heart of Wellingborough and beyond has been ‘Commended’ 
at the Chartered Institution of Highways and Transportation (CIHT) awards. It’s great that 
this project has been recognised at a national level as, what initially appeared to be quite a 
straightforward scheme, was actually a highly complex and sophisticated solution.
If you are a community group seeking funding for a new project, please reserve your place at 
next week’s Northamptonshire Funding Fair 2023 and listen to presentations from local and 
national funders. The event will take place on Wednesday 5 July from 10am to 4pm at King’s 
Park Conference Centre in Northampton.
Children aged from four to 11 are invited to visit any North Northamptonshire Library and get 
involved in the Summer Reading Challenge. This year children will be encouraged to keep both 
their minds and bodies active, using the free materials from the library or online via the challenge 
website. The Library Service has partnered with local leisure centres to provide a voucher 
entitling children to a free swim with a paying adult.
In partnership with Tata Steel and The Brownlee Foundation, the council hosted a day of triathlon 
for local schools in Corby earlier this month, with more than 1,300 young people from 16 schools 
taking part.
The council and sponsors are excited to announce the launch of the North Northamptonshire 
Active Communities Awards 2023 which recognise local individuals, groups, clubs, organisations 
and projects that have improved the lives of the community and encouraged North 
Northamptonshire residents to get active. Please nominate your local sporting heroes by the end 
of September.
In the run-up to Armed Forces Day, councillors and officers from North Northamptonshire 
Council came together to pay tribute to the women and men who protect the United Kingdom 
and those who came before them. Armed Forces Day flags were raised at the council offices in 
Corby, Kettering, Thrapston and Wellingborough.
The Armed Forces Covenant Northamptonshire provides information and advice on support 
services available within the county for the Armed Forces community and their families. The 
Community Hubs offer the chance to socialise and seek help and advice in a relaxed setting. The 
dates and locations of the July sessions have been confirmed.
The council is seeking to review the content of three current Public Space Protection Orders 
(PSPO) and incorporate the Corby area into one overall PSPO relating to Dog Control across 
North Northamptonshire. Please give us your views on the draft plan which covers fenced play 
areas, fouling and dogs on leads.
I have provided details of several current consultations and engagement activities in today’s 
update. If you haven’t already visited our online Consultation and Engagement Hub, I would 
encourage you to do so and have your say on a range of local issues and shape future plans. 
Please also encourage your family and friends to do so.

Our Hi Street campaign is funded through the 
government’s UK Shared Prosperity Fund (UKSPF) 
with the key aim of supporting high streets and local 
businesses.
The campaign includes a new video which features 25 
independent businesses across 12 local towns as well 
as two of our Executive Members, plus much more.
The Hi Street team has taken the campaign on tour 
over the past few weeks to meet business owners and 
film them to showcase and promote the wonderful towns and all that’s on offer on high streets 
across North Northamptonshire. 
The new film will have a heart-warming and traditional feel and will share the reasons why 
people should shop and support local.
Local businesses have shown great support and appreciation for the Hi Street campaign and 
have enjoyed being film stars for a day.
The new film will launch as part of a wider marketing campaign next month which will feature 
lots of communications activity, we will bring you news on this very soon. 
In the meantime, please look out for the film trailer in the next couple of weeks over on the Hi 
Street Facebook and Hi Street Instagram pages.
The new campaign will be complemented by the launch of a Retail Business Support 
programme later this year. Specialists will be secured to deliver direct support to businesses, 
through 1:1 sessions and masterclasses on areas to support business improvement and 
growth.

Final approvals have been given by the 
Department of Levelling-Up, Housing and 
Communities (DLUHC) for the remaining two 
projects in the Towns Fund - the train station to 
town centre link road and Smart and Connected 
Corby.
Together with two previously approved projects, 
the four projects will bring many benefits to the 
town and surrounding area:
•	 The Corby Sixth Form College
•	 Multi-use building
•	 Train station to Town centre link road
•	 Smart and Connected Corby 
The last two projects in the list have now been given the formal, final go ahead to proceed by 
central government. They will further add to the positive impact the overall Towns Fund project 
will have on the local economy and assist with the future viability of the town centre and 
diversify the uses of the area.
The news comes as work is well underway on the new Corby Sixth Form, based in Chisholm 
House, and will be open to students from September 2023, run by the Bedford College Group. 
The new college will accommodate 339 students by 2025/26 and be capable of welcoming over 
660 students per academic year to study in this newly refurbished building in the heart of Corby.
Also located in the town centre will be the multi-use building, which when open will provide 
accommodation for a modern cultural and community hub, as well as meet the identified 
demand for creative, media and third sector uses.
Once complete, Oakley Road will provide an attractive and safe pedestrian/cycle connections 
between the town centre and the railway station through the train station to town centre – link 
road project. It will connect the station directly with the Chisholm House and multi-use building 
project area, making a significant contribution to the active healthy travel agenda and help to 
reduce congestion and emissions across Corby. 
Finally, the Smart and Connected Corby project will establish Corby as a ‘smart and green’ 
town centre, allowing for monitoring and management of the flow of pedestrians, cyclist and 
motorists to assess the impact of interventions and help as the town’s population increases.
The £19.9m of funding we were allocated has to be used on the four identified projects, which 
will bring numerous benefits to the area, so I am pleased that government has given us the final 
go ahead and we will be able to continue to move forward with these important projects.

Hi Street on tour

All Corby Towns Fund projects given the 
green light by government

North Northamptonshire Council has been working hard 
to help resolve the issue relating to the Kettering Leisure 
Village, also known as KLV.
The council has played an important role as enabler and 
broker in helping find a solution. We have kept a cool 
head and worked in a way that protects both the interests 
of service users and the local taxpayer.
This week, the Kettering Conference Centre issued the 
following statement:
“We are pleased to confirm that following ongoing 
discussions with North Northamptonshire Council and 
Phoenix Leisure Management, a decision in principle has 
been made subject to the various approvals required, that 
the Lighthouse Theatre, Arena Sports Centre and Balance 
Health Club will now remain open. We will be supporting with the transition of operations to 
Phoenix Leisure Management until 4 September 2023. 
“As we have previously communicated, we have been running Kettering Conference Centre at 
a loss for a number of years. The sharp increase in energy and operating costs have made this 
unsustainable, therefore the conference centre part of the site will not reopen and will close on 
3 July as planned. 
“The council has confirmed it will continue to support the Theatre and the Arena with a grant 
that goes towards operating costs and facilitate its use as a community site. The Balance 
Health Club will also be kept open alongside these facilities. 
“As the extension has only just recently been agreed, further updates will be provided in the 
coming weeks with regards to any future theatre programme and the process to follow in 
relation to bookings at the Arena Sports Centre and Balance Health Club.
“We have informed our teams of this decision and would like to thank them for their ongoing 
professionalism over these past few weeks. We ask that you please be patient as our teams 
work through the next steps.”
I have to say that I’m absolutely delighted that all parties have been able to agree a way forward 
which sees the elements of the complex that play such a vital role in the local community stay 
open at no additional cost to the taxpayer.
Throughout this process the council has been pivotal as an enabler and broker so that a deal 
can be driven forward. We have also shown some pragmatic flexibility so that we can facilitate 
an outcome which is beneficial to the residents of Kettering and the wider area.
I’d like to thank the KLV Support Group and other residents who have shown such tremendous 
passion and our officers for their commitment and focus. I’d also like to thank my Deputy 
Leader Cllr Helen Howell for her support as well as Phoenix Leisure Management and Compass 
for working with us to find a resolution.
KLV is one of the area’s premier leisure venues and we know how well valued it is by the local 
community, as indeed it is by us.

Forthcoming meetings

A North Northamptonshire Council-led project which 
aims to improve the health, wellbeing and mental health 
of truck drivers has been ‘Highly commended’ at a 
prestigious national awards ceremony.
The council’s Wellbeing team, Environmental Health and 
Public Health teams reached the final of the MJ Awards 
2023 in the ‘Transforming Lives’ category for their work 
alongside Welcome Break in supporting HGV drivers using 
Rothwell Truck Stop.
An event took place at the Truckstop in September 2022 where drivers were given opportunities 
to speak to the team, use body composition scales, and have their blood pressure checked, as 
well as two further supporting visits to the site to engage directly with drivers.
A further health and wellbeing promotional event was held at the end of October 2022, timed to 
be part of the Road Haulage Association’s National Lorry Week. 
This has been followed up with an action plan created for 2023 to further support HGV drivers 
using the facilities and there are plans for future events.
Also reaching the final was the North Northamptonshire e-scooter trial which was nominated 
for the ‘Best Transport Decarbonisation’ project. 
Since the trial started, more than three million rides have been undertaken with over 87,000 
registered users. The scheme in North Northamptonshire is led by North Northamptonshire 
Council, working alongside West Northamptonshire Council, Voi technology and 
Northamptonshire Police.
It is estimated that since e-scooters were introduced to North Northamptonshire, 1.6 million 
car trips have been replaced and 700 tonnes of CO2 saved, with an additional £7.57m spent 
in local town centres as a direct result of the trial. Key workers and job seekers have also 
benefitted from discounts through the trial. 
This is wonderful news for the council and the residents of North Northamptonshire as we have 
received very high praise for two projects which are greatly improving peoples’ lives.
As well as the hard work and determination of the teams involved, this recognition also 
highlights the important work that goes on with partners across North Northamptonshire to 
improve the lives of residents.
The MJ Awards attract hundreds of entries from local government organisations around the 
country. For 2023, the finals ceremony was hosted by the journalist Huw Edwards. 

An engineering project that saw two new bridges connect 
North Northamptonshire Council’s Chester House Estate 
with the heart of Wellingborough and beyond has been 
‘Commended’ at a prestigious national award.
The Kier Highways scheme which opened in October last 
year received the accolade in the ‘Infrastructure’ category 
in the finals of the Chartered Institution of Highways and 
Transportation (CIHT) awards.
Entitled ‘Building Bridges, Building Communities: Kier’s 
creative pedestrian bridges solution’ the structures focus 
on accessibility and connecting communities.
The wider decks, low profile ramp approaches, and 
handrails on both sides make the bridges safer and 
more accessible for everyone, particularly those with 
disabilities. 
One bridge is across the River Nene, replacing an old burnt-out structure that connects Chester 
House Estate to the Wellingborough embankment and is key to the future Greenway active-
travel project. The previous bridge had been closed to the public for the past 15 years.
The second bridge is smaller and goes across the Chester House stream with both structures 
forming part of a right of way, connecting Wellingborough to Irchester.
For the project to succeed it had to balance preserving the natural and historic environment 
with providing better transport links, resulting in a positive impact on the local community. 
The estate is English Heritage status, Scheduled Monument, SSSI, RAMSAR wetland of 
international importance, and a Special Protection Area for birds. 
The project required over a year of consulting, planning, and design to ensure it integrated with 
the natural and historic environment. 
The project team collaborated with various stakeholders, including Historic England, The 
Environment Agency, and a paleo archaeologist from the University of Wales, to meet the 
diverse needs of the scheme.

It is proposed that a new PSPO for dog control 
is introduced across the whole of North 
Northamptonshire, to ensure consistency across 
the area and harmonise the existing orders.
The consultation asks for views on the draft plan 
including dog fouling and restricting access to dogs and dogs on leads in certain areas of land. 
The consultation is open until midnight on 3 August 2023.
Anyone can take part in the consultation in the following ways:

The final proposed order will then go back to Executive later in the year, with a further 
consultation due to take place.

It’s that time of year again where we make sure electoral 
register details are up to date. All households will receive 
a canvass letter or form.
There are two types of mailings being sent out across 
North Northamptonshire, one is a letter marked ‘CCA’ and 
one is a form marked ‘CF’. Households will receive one of 
the below:
Letters marked ‘CCA’
If you receive a letter marked ‘CCA’, you only need to respond if any elector details are missing 
or incorrect. We will not send any reminders for letters marked ‘CCA’, this is the only contact 
that your household will receive this year.
Forms marked ‘CF’
If you receive a form marked ‘CF’, you must respond even if all elector details are correct. 
Response reminders for canvass forms will be sent directly to registered electors via email, 
telephone, text message, personal visit or paper form up until November.
All contact will be easily identifiable as North Northamptonshire Council and we will only ask 
for limited information relating to voter registration such as name, nationality, date of birth and 
national insurance number.  
We will only visit a property where a canvass form marked ‘CF’ has been delivered to that 
property and we have not had a response before Tuesday 25 July. 
If you have received a form marked ‘CF’ the quickest way to respond is to visit the Household 
Response website and enter the security codes on your form to login and record if any changes.
The requested information is required by law and not responding can result in a £1000 fine.
To avoid being disturbed at your doorstep, please respond to your canvass form (if you have 
received a form marked ‘CF’) by Tuesday 25 July. Door knocking will commence from the 
beginning of August until Thursday 18 September.
If you’re not currently registered to vote, your name will not appear in messages we send. You 
can easily register online on the GOV.UK website or you can call 01832 742 076.
Not being registered to vote can affect your applications for loans, mortgages and even mobile 
phone contracts.

North Northamptonshire Council Parking Strategy Survey. We 
are producing a new parking strategy which needs to identify 
parking demand and supply across the region over the next 20 
years.

LGBCE is 
the independent body that draws these boundaries. It is reviewing North Northamptonshire 
to make sure councillors will represent about the same number of electors, and that 
ward arrangements will help the council work effectively. The Commission has published 
proposals for changes to North Northamptonshire. It is proposing that there should be 68 
councillors representing five single-member wards, twelve two-member wards and thirteen 
three-member wards. All wards will have different boundaries. Closes 7 August.
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
